We aim to qualify for eco-schools status (***) by the end of the (***) term.  As part of our qualification we are demonstrating the different types of packaging materials that can be recycled throughout the home and school.

One of those materials is steel and we aim to work with your child/ren using the website resource ‘www.scrib.org’.  SCRIB – the Steel Can Recycling Information Bureau – provides information on steel packaging recycling to a wide range of people. It is a valuable education resource for teachers, parents and education officers, with downloadable class room activities which can also be done in the home.  SCRIB is sponsored by Corus, the international metals company. Corus is one of Europe’s leading suppliers of high quality packaging steel.  As all steel products contain recycled material every steel plant is a recycling plant!!

Last year around 13 billion steel cans were produced in the UK. Of these 3 billion were recycled. This means that nearly 10 billion ended up in landfill sites.  In the classroom we will be showing your child/ren how they can do their bit to recycle more steel packaging, helping to preserve natural resources and protect the environment.  Will also be encouraging this behaviour at home, so please help us achieve our award and make our school an (***) eco-school status.
